A historic charity event in support of Armenian and British charities took place at the Windsor 
Castle on 10 February hosted by His Royal Highness The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of 
Cornwall. Project initiator and main benefactor Armen Sarkissian, former Prime Minister of 
Armenia and President of Eurasia House International, welcomed more than 200 guests from 
around the world with the Royal couple.  
“I think I can say with some certainty that it is the first time in Windsor Castle� s nearly one 
thousand year history that there has been an Anglo-Armenian celebration,” said the Prince of 
Wales in his remarks.

“Yerevan-My-Love” is a 
heritage-led regenera-
tion project dedicated 
to preserving architec-
turally significant build-
ings in Yerevan and 
putting them to use to 
improve the life experi-
ence of disabled chil-
dren, young people and 
disadvantaged families.  
“The projects that we 
are supporting today 
combine both elements 
of our rich cultural heri-
tage: the physical res-
toration of architectur-
ally significant buildings 
and the centrality of 
human community, es-
pecially children,” ex-
plained Armen Sarkis-
sian, former Prime Min-
ister of Armenia and 
initiator of the fundrais-
ing, who has been 
working with HRH The 
Prince of Wales closely 
and his charities.  
The fundraising will 
support the reconstruc-
tion of four buildings: 
two of them in Yere-
van�s Kond district and 

two in the centre. Once 
completed and fully fur-
nished with facilities 
and equipment, one of 
the Kond buildings will 
be used to house a 
nursery for deaf and 
mute children from de-
prived families and the 
other will serve as a 
centre for single moth-
ers with children. The 
other two buildings in 
the centre will become 
a music school for na-
tional instruments for 
deprived children and 
youth. The school will 
be run  by world fa-
mous mater duduk 
player Djivan Gas-
paryan, who was an 
orphan himself and 
grew up under the care 
and tutelage of musi-
cians and artists of his 
time. 
Members of the royal 
family, dignitaries, 
world renowned politi-
cal, cultural and civic 
leaders, and senior ex-
ecutives of global cor-
poration, including 

Areva, HSBC, Bar-
clay�s Bank, Merrill 
Lynch, Elettronica, at-
tended this unique 
charity event. A high 
level delegation from 
Armenia was headed 
by President Serge 
Sargsyan and His Holi-
ness Catholicos Ga-
regin II of All Armeni-
ans, the Mayor of Yere-
van and Armenia�s For-
eign Minister.  
Master duduk player 
Djivan Gasparyan and 
his grandson Djivan Jr. 
played the opening 
piece of the concert 
with the Philharmonia 
Orchestra (Hans 
Zimmer�s opening 
theme from the film 
Gladiator), conducted 
by young artists Sergey 
Smbatyan (Yerevan) of 
the National Youth Or-
chestra of Armenia. 
Young violinist Mikhail 
Simonyan (New York), 
internationally recog-
nized as one of the 
most celebrated talents 
of his generation, per-
formed Tchaikovsky�s 
Violin Concerto, first 
movement. Mezzo-
soprano Dariga Nazar-
bayeva (Almaty) sang 
“O del mio dolce ar-
dour” by Gluck and a 
selection of Armenian 
and Kazakh folk songs; 
followed by Aram 
Khachaturian�s Adagio 
from Spartacus & Phry-
gia.

The encore was Ro-
ever Korb�s “Highland 
Cathedral” played by 
the traditional Scottish 
bagpipe. This was a 
surprise piece re-
quested by the Prince 
of Wales for Armen 
Sarkissian as a gesture 
of his appreciation. 
Turning to Armen and 
Nouneh Sarkissian, 
HRH The Prince said: “I 
could not be more 
grateful to you for your 
wonderful vision, en-
ergy and generosity”.  
The Prince of Wales 
underlined that “it is an 
occasion to strengthen 
further the strong ties 
between the United 
Kingdom and Armenia”. 
He expressed his admi-
ration for Armenia as 
the oldest Christian na-
tion in the world and 
“for its vast and unique 
architectural heritage”. 
He drew the attention 
of the guests to the fact 
that it is “a challenge to 
care for this „open air 
museum�, that is so 
much a part of the soul 
of the country, and to 
continue the tradition it 
has established. This is 
why I am so delighted 
to be giving this dinner 
to support the charity, 
„Yerevan My Love�, 
which will help with the 
redevelopment and re-
vitalization of some of 
the oldest parts of the 
city in a way that pre-
serves and continues 

traditional Armenian 
architecture and crafts-
manship. Perhaps this 
approach will also pro-
vide an example and 
model to be adopted 
elsewhere in Armenia”.  
In explaing the connec-
tion of the the two 
charities, The Prince of 
Wales said “Both pro-
jects are examples of 
what I call heritage-led 
regeneration – using 
the rich architectural 
and craft heritage that 
both Armenia and the 
United Kingdom are so 
fortunate to have to in-
spire and lift the spirits 
and also to enhance 
communities by creat-
ing employment and 
prosperity.”  
Some three years ago 
the Prince of Wales 
had managed to save a 
unique historic house 
and estate in South-
West Scotland, to-
gether with its contents. 
“Dumfries House, as it 
is called,” said the 
Prince, “had retained, 
remarkably, much of 
the furniture commis-
sioned for it from Tho-
mas Chippendale and 
from the wonderful con-
temporary Edinburgh 
furniture makers Wil-
liam Mathie, Alexander 
Peter and Francis Bro-
die”. By forestalling the 
separate sales of the 
House and its contents 
to private bidders, His 
Royal Highness has 

assured that the House 
and its unique collec-
tion of furniture have 
been “preserved as an 
entity for the nation and 
future generations, not 
only so that people can 
visit and enjoy the art, 
craftsmanship and 
beauty, but also so that 
saving the House can 
act as a catalyst for the 
economic regeneration 
of the whole local 
area”.  
In his address, Armen 
Sarkissian put the two 
charities and the event 
itself in a broader con-
text. “The world is be-
coming smaller and in-
creasingly more bur-
dened with human con-
flicts, economic chal-
lenges and environ-
mental concerns,” he 
said and asked: “What 
kind of future do we 
want for our children? 
In the end, I believe, 
this is the biggest ques-
tion”. Along with a 
cleaner and sustainable 
environment, Dr Sarkis-
sian underlined that the 
“preservation of cultural 
and spiritual heritage is 
vital for the survival of 
any nation and, indeed, 
for humanity.”  
He thanked His Royal 
Highness for being a 
pioneer in finding inno-
vative solutions to 
many of the critical 
problems related to the  
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future of the planet and for 
his visionary leadership 
and foresight in many criti-
cal issues facing not only 
Britain but the entire globe. 
“Thank you, Sir, for your 
full support and coopera-
tion in making this night a 
very special occasion in 
this magnificent historic 
home of Her Majesty the 
Queen. We pray for Her 
Majesty�s good health and 
many more years of reign, 
full of blessings for the 
United Kingdom and the 
Commonwealth,” said Dr. 
Sarkissian.  
He then expressed his 
deep appreciation to all the 
benefactors, patrons, 
sponsors and supporters 
for their generous contribu-
tions, “but most important, 
for their participation and 
faith in this charitable jour-
ney together.”  
The dinner was held in the 
vast historic Waterloo 
Chamber, which was built 
in tribute to the success of 
the forces of Great Britain, 
Austria, Prussia and Rus-
sia at the Battle of Water-
loo in June 1815 when Na-
poleon Bonaparte was fi-
nally defeated. Official 
state dinners hosted by 
The Queen are held in this 
Chamber. Especially 
brought from London and 
displayed throughout the 
chamber for this special 
occasion were magnificent 
gold and silver objects 
from the royal collection.

Letter Of The Armenian Permanent Representative In UN Spread On 
The Occasion Of The Anniversary Of The Pogroms Committed Against  

Armenians In Sumgait And Baku 
 
YEREVAN, FEBRUARY 24, ARMENPRESS: On the occasion of the anniversary 
of the pogroms committed against Armenians in Sumgait and Baku the 
letter of the Armenian permanent representative in UN Karen Nazaryan 
addressed to the UN Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon has been spread as 
an official document of that organization. 
 
Armenian Foreign Ministry Press and Information Department told 
Armenpress that making reference in the letter to the cheap propaganda 
and false facts spread continuously by the Azerbaijani government 
for disorienting the international community, the letter says, 
"Azerbaijan continues presenting itself as a victim of "Armenian 
aggression" distorting not only the very well known tragic events 
but in time the references of the Azerbaijani sources". 
 
Ambassador K. Nazaryan, particularly cited the well-known interview of 
former Azerbaijani President Ayaz Mutalibov in which referring to the 
Khojalu events, the latter describes how the Azerbaijani opposition 
and militsia (police) impeded the evacuation of the civil population 
through a mountain corridor from the area of military activities. The 
opposition hoped through massacre of its own compatriots reach 
power in Baku. The letter also cites the 1992 September report of 
"The Helsinki Watch" organization which pointed to the testimonies 
of Azerbaijanis who confirmed the shooting of militsia at the civil 
population which was trying to escape. 
 
The letter also emphasizes that the international community has 
many times testified and confirmed the numerous brutalities of the 
Azerbaijani government toward the unprotected Armenian population. 
 
"In response to the applying of the right to self-determination by 
the people of Nagorno Karabakh, the Azerbaijani authorities organized 
and armed the crowd which in 1988 organized pogroms against Armenians 
living in Sumgait. These pogroms were the first case of mass killings 
in the soviet territory registered in the trial cases. Immediately 
after declaring its independence Azerbaijan freed the convicted 
murderers and publicly declared them national heroes. "The Helsinki 
Watch" organization's report shows that the events were aimed to 
threaten the Armenians living in other regions of Azerbaijan." 
 
The Armenian ambassador concludes the letter saying "It is necessary to 
clear out finally and for good that Azerbaijan started armed aggression 
against Nagorno Karabakh. Armenia is convinced that in this situation 
the best solution will be the restoration of the legal demand of the 
Nagorno Karabakh people - implementation of the inviolable right of 
the people to self-determination".

MIT to Hold a Major 
Conference on Amer-
ica’s Response to the 
Armenian Genocide 
Cambridge, MA.: On 
March 13, 2010, a one-
day conference entitled 
“America’s Response to 
the Armenian Genocide: 
From Woodrow Wilson 
to Barack Obama,” will 
take place at the Massa-
chusetts Institute of 
Technology (MIT) in 
Building 10-Room 250 
from 10:00am to 
5:00pm. The conference 
is co-organized by Profs. 
Bedross Der Matossian 
(MIT) and Christopher 
Capozzola (MIT) and 
sponsored by the Faculty 
of History, the Center 
for International Studies 
(CIS), the Office of the 
Religious Affairs,  and 
the Program on Human 
Rights & Justice 
(PHRJ). 
The goal of the confer-
ence is to discuss and 
examine America’s 
evolving policy toward 
the Armenian Genocide 
from the earliest years of 
World War I through the 
present day. Although 
the Armenian Genocide 
is increasingly recog-
nized as one of the foun-
dational events of the 
twentieth century’s pain-
ful history of political 
and ethnic violence, 

scholars who have ex-
amined its impact on 
United States foreign 
policy have concentrated 
almost exclusively on 
the presidency of Wood-
row Wilson. But the leg-
acy of the Armenian 
Genocide shaped U.S. 
policy through the twen-
tieth century—as Ameri-
cans confronted the 
meaning of “genocide” 
itself in the wake of 
World War II; as they 
confronted Armenia’s 
pivotal place in the tense 
Cold War conflict; as 
Armenian Diaspora 
voices pressed Congress 
for recognition; and as 
geopolitics shifted again 
with the unification of 
Europe and U.S. inter-
vention in the Middle 
East. The one-day con-
ference will bring to-
gether specialists in U.S. 
foreign relations, along 
with historians of ethnic 
conflict, genocide, and 
humanitarian interven-
tion more generally. By 
bringing together experts 
on Armenia with those 
whose interests range 
somewhat further afield, 
the conference seeks to 
incorporate Armenian 
histories more fully into 
historical and social sci-
entific disciplines and to 
foster dialogue between 
area studies specialists 

and U.S. historians. 
Panels will discuss three 
major historical phases 
that shaped U.S. policy 
towards the Armenian 
Genocide: World War I, 
the Cold War, and the 
post-Cold War era. The 
latter two periods remain 
particularly understudied 
periods. 
Confirmed speakers at 
the conference include: 
Prof. Roger Petersen 
(MIT), Prof. Richard 
Hovannisian (UCLA), 
Prof. Christopher Ca-
pozzola (MIT), Prof. 
Simon Payaslian (BU), 
Prof. Dennis Papazian 
(University of Michigan-
Dearborn),  Mr. Michael 
Bobelian (Lawyer, Au-
thor, and Journalist), Mr. 
Gregory Aftandilian 
(Independent Scholar), 
Dr. Rouben Adalian 
(ANI), Mr. Marc Mami-
gonian (NAASR), Dr. 
Suzanne Moranian 
(AIWA), and  Prof. 
Bedross Der Matossian 
(MIT). A keynote 
speech will be delivered 
by Prof. Richard Hovan-
nisian, the holder of the 
Armenian Educational 
Foundation Chair in 
Modern Armenian His-
tory at UCLA.

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Robert Menendez grew 
up the son of Cuban im-
migrants in Union City, 
New Jersey. He has 
served as a school board 
member, a mayor, and a 
state legislator. In 1992, 
he was elected to the 
United States House of 
Representatives. Sen. 
Menendez has cospon-
sored every Armenian 
Genocide resolution in-
troduced in Congress 
since his arrival in 1993. 
He served on the House 
International Relations 
Committee where he 
twice voted for passage 
of the Armenian Geno-
cide resolution in 2000 
and 2005. He became 
the highest-ranking His-
panic in Congressional 
history and the third-
highest ranking Democ-
rat in the House of Rep-
resentatives when his 
colleagues elected him 
the Chairman of the 
House Democratic Cau-
cus in 2002. While serv-
ing as a Representative, 
Senator Menendez re-
peatedly offered remarks 

on the floor of the House 
in commemoration of 
the Armenian Genocide. 
Senator Menendez was 
appointed to the United 
States Senate by New 
Jersey Governor Jon 
Corzine and sworn in on 
January 18, 2006. In No-
vember of that year, he 
was elected by the peo-
ple of New Jersey to 
serve a full six-year term 
as United States Senator. 
He currently serves on 
numerous  Senate Com-
mittees including For-
eign Relations Commit-
tee. 
The following quotes 
speak volumes of Sena-
tor Menendez’s firm 
stand in support of Ar-
menian interests: 
 
“I believe that the 
United States, Armenia, 
and all who are commit-
ted to human rights 
should support an am-
bassador to Armenia 
who recognizes the 
genocide that took place 
there more than 90 years 
ago.” 

 
 
“the State Department 
and the Bush admini-
stration are just flat-out 
wrong in their refusal to 
recognize the Armenian 
Genocide. It is well past 
time for American diplo-
macy to drop the euphe-
misms, the wink-wink, 
nod-nod brand of for-
eign policy that over-
looks heinous atrocities 
committed around the 
world. If there is any sin-
cerity behind the Bush 
administration’s rhetoric 
about ‘liberty on the 
march’ – if ‘never again’ 
is to be more than a 
bumper sticker slogan – 
then American diplo-
macy should consist of 
nothing less than unvar-
nished honesty with our 
friends and enemies 
alike. And we must call 
genocide by its name.” 
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On March 14, he Ar-
menian National Com-
mittee of America 
Eastern Region will be 
holding a reception in 
honor of United States 
Senator Robert Me-
nendez at the home of  
Mr. Andreas Roubian. 
Senator Menendez 
serves on the US Sen-
ate Foreign Relations 
Committee and other 
committees. His sup-
port to Armenians has 
been acknowledged by 
numerous Armenian

1) Despite repeated an-
nouncements by Gul, 
Erdogan and Davutoglu 
that 
the resolution of the Art-
sakh conflict is a precon-
dition for the 
ratification of the Proto-
cols, the United States, 
Russia, the European 
Union as well as Arme-
nia have repeatedly 
pointed out that there is 
no 
such stipulation in the 
Protocols. In addition, 
they have counseled 
against linking the two 
issues or holding hos-
tage the negotiations 
on the Artsakh conflict 
to the ratification of the 
Protocols. Armenia 
has steadfastly refused to 
link the Protocols to the 
Artsakh issue. 
 
2) There is no truth to 
the Turkish claim that 
the Protocols would 
put an end to Armenia's 
pursuit of genocide rec-
ognition and its 
acknowledgment by 
third countries. It is also 
untrue that the 
Protocols would set up a 
mechanism for the study 
of the Armenian 
Genocide. In fact, the 
Protocols have triggered 
renewed efforts by 
Armenians in recent 

weeks to seek acknowl-
edgment of the Genocide 
by 
the British, Bulgarian, 
Israeli and Swedish Par-
liaments. Moreover, 
the U.S. House Foreign 
Affairs Committee has 
scheduled a vote on 
the Armenian Genocide 
resolution on March 4. 
A similar resolution is 
pending in the U.S. Sen-
ate. 
 
3) Contrary to Turkish 
assertions, the "historical 
commission" 
mentioned in the Proto-
cols would serve not as a 
genocide review board, 
but as a platform for Ar-
menia to present de-
mands for restitution 
from Turkey. 
 
4) The Turkish claim 
that the Protocols would 
end Armenian territorial 
demands is belied by the 
fact that no mention is 
made of any past 
treaty that requires Ar-
menia to renounce such 
rights. Rather than 
abandoning Artsakh or 
Western Armenia, Pres. 
Sargsyan raised for the 
first time in his last 
week remarks the de-
population of the Arme-
nian 
region of Nakhichevan, 
after Soviet authorities 

relinquished it 
to Azerbaijan. 
 
5) Armenia and the ma-
jor powers have rejected 
Turkish demands that 
the 
Armenian Constitutional 
Court "correct" its Janu-
ary 12, 2010 ruling 
which limited Turkey's 
exaggerated interpreta-
tions of the Protocols. 
 
The Court insisted that 
the pursuit of Genocide 
recognition cannot 
be abandoned, and Art-
sakh's status cannot be 
negotiated with Turkey 
due to the bilateral na-
ture of the Protocols. 
 
6) Turkish leaders have 
no reason to protest 
against the Armenian 
Court's reference to the 
Preamble of the Consti-
tution on pursuing 
the recognition of the 
Armenian Genocide. 
This Preamble is based 
on 
Article 11 of Armenia's 
Declaration of Independ-
ence which has existed 
since 1990, long before 
Turkey first opened its 
border with Armenia. 
 
Indeed, Turkey's leaders 
were well aware of this 
provision before 
 

TEN REASONS WHY TURKS WON'T ALLOW

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On March 4, the 
House Foreign 
Affairs 
Committee is set 
to vote on a 
resolution 
declaring that

"Genocide is not 
something that 
can simply be 
swept under the 
rug 
and forgotten, 
and our nation 
cannot continue 
its policy of 
denial 
regarding the 
Armenian

Currently the 
resolution has 
only 137 House 
co-sponsors, 
far short of the 
218 needed for 
House approval. 
The last time 
the Genocide 
issue arose, in 
2007, House 
Speaker Nancy 
Pelosi declined 
to bring 
the resolution 
to the House 



signing the Protocols in 
2009. 
 
7) Turkish officials have 
falsely stated that the 
Protocols 
acknowledge the Treaty 
of Kars of 1921, which 
Soviet Armenia was 
forced to sign. There is 
no reference to the Kars 
Treaty in the 
Protocols. Furthermore, 
the Constitutional Court 
of Armenia ruled that 
only those treaties that 
have been ratified by the 
present Republic 
of Armenia are valid. 
 
8) Rather than achieving 
its lofty objective of 
"zero-problems with 
neighbors," the Turkish 
government, by signing 
the Protocols, has 
created a serious rift 
with neighboring Azer-
baijan, where no prob-
lem

        New Theme Launched: "Turkey is the Ques-

tion, America is the Answer" 
  
NEW YORK, Feb. 15, 2010 -- On Sunday, April 25, 
2010, for the 25th year, thousands of Armenian 
Americans and people against genocide will gather in 
Times Square from 2-4 PM to commemorate the first 
genocide of the 20th Century, the Armenian Genocide 
(Medz Yeghern). The new theme is "Turkey is the 
Question, America is the Answer." 
 
This historic event will pay tribute to the 1.5 million 
Armenians who were annihilated by the Young Turk 
Government of the Ottoman Empire (1915-1923) and 
address the consequences which are still with us to-
day. Government leaders and the news media have 
recently been preoccupied with Turkish-Armenians 
relations and the closed borders in the Caucasus.  
 
Major political figures will speak as well as civic, hu-
manitarian, and educational leaders.  
 
This event is sponsored by the Knights & Daughters 
of Vartan, a national fraternal organization, and co-
sponsored by the Armenian General Benevolent Un-
ion, Armenian Assembly of America, Armenian Na-
tional Committee of America, Armenian Democratic 
Liberal Party, and the Armenian Council of America. 
Participating Organizations include the Diocese of the 
Armenian Church, Prelacy of the Armenian Church, 
Armenian Missionary Association of America, Arme-
nian Missionary Association, Armenian Evangelical 
Union, Armenian Catholic Eparchy, and several na-
tional Armenian youth organizations.  



WHEN the Turkish gov-
ernment signed a deal 
with Armenia last Octo-
ber, 
it looked like a clear 
achievement for its pol-
icy of "zero problems" 
with its neighbors. The 
old foes agreed to estab-
lish relations and open 
their common border, 
which had been sealed 
by the Turks 
in 1993 in solidarity 
with Azerbaijan, during 
its nasty war with 
Armenia over Nagorno-
Karabakh, a mainly Ar-
menian enclave. The 
deal offered the hope of 
burying the ghosts of the 
past by setting up a 
joint committee of histo-
rians to investigate the 
mass slaughter of 
Ottoman Armenians in 
1915. 
But ancient enmities are 
not so easily cast off. 
Just a day after 
the deal was signed, Tur-
key's prime minister, 
Recep Tayyip Erdogan, 
said that it could not be 
implemented until Ar-
menia withdrew from 
Nagorno-Karabakh, 
which it has occupied 
since the war. No matter 
that the agreement made 
no mention of the con-
flict. 
Now Turkey is throwing 

a fresh tantrum. The Ar-
menian constitutional 
court recently approved 
the agreement on the 
grounds that it satisfied 
the founding principles 
of the state, which in-
clude seeking worldwide 
recognition of the 1915 
tragedy as genocide. 
Fearing any such moves, 
Turkey has demanded 
that the court retract its 
reasoning. Many think 
the Turkish government, 
squeezed between proud 
nationalists at home 
and outraged Azerbai-
janis abroad, is seizing 
on the Armenian court's 
word to justify its 
qualms. Armenia has 
sent the deal to parlia-
ment for approval. 
Turkey looks isolated. 
America, its most impor-
tant ally (and the 
deal's biggest backer), 
has taken Armenia's 
side. Russia argues that 
Turkish-Armenian rela-
tions should not be 
linked to Nagorno-
Karabakh, a view shared 
in Washington. 
Yet the deal is not uni-
versally backed in Ar-
menia. In making its 
judgment, the constitu-
tional court may have 
been responding to 
nationalists, who are fu-
rious that their govern-

ment has agreed to 
recognise Turkey's borders. 
(They claim that parts of east-
ern Turkey 
belong to an Armenian 
"historical homeland".) The 
president, Serzh Sargsyan, 
has now declared that ratifica-
tion will be held up until 
the Turkish parliament votes 
on the deal. 
America is watching closely. 
If the deal collapses, the way 
would be left open for Con-
gress to pass a resolution rec-
ognising the 1915 killings as 
genocide, something it has 
long threatened. This in turn 
could trigger anti-American 
feelings in Turkey strong 
enough to leave 
Ankara feeling that it has no 
choice but to retaliate. One 
option would be to kick the 
Americans out from the stra-
tegically located Incirlik air-
base. 
The comfort is that ordinary 
Turks and Armenians are ig-
noring their leaders and build-
ing friendship on their own 
terms. Turkey's privately 
owned Su TV recently 
launched an Armenian-
language news programme. 
And business between the two 
countries, despite their closed 
border, is growing daily, via 
Georgia.

street life; Turkish 
women gliding away in 
their black and pink 
veils and violet panta-
lettes and wooden san-
dals; Armenian women 
with large black almond

the realities I had 
dreamed of since my 
early childhood.

 The roots of 
Saryan’s art may be 
traced to the patterns of 
the East and to Arme-
nian culture. 
Saryan’s creations are 
the products of the pe-
riod he lived and worked 
in and reveal the unique 
originality of his talent. 
On every piece of work 
he created, one easily 
observes the stamp of 
his powerful personality. 
 After graduating 
from the Moscow Insti-
tute he returned to his 
home town and spent a 
few years there. After 

Martiros Saryan, 
painter, scholar and 
patriot, is a living 
legend throughout 
Armenia. 
 Born in Nor-
Nakhetchevan, near 
Rostov, the son of a 
farming family, he spent 
the most impressionable 
years of his childhood 
and boyhood watching 
nature and the life 
around him – animals 
and birds, the peasants 
working in the fields. In 
1895 he finished his 
studies at the local 
school and two years 
later was sent to Mos-
cow to enter the Institute 
of designing, painting, 
sculpture and architec-
ture, where he accumu-
lated invaluable knowl-
edge of Russian paint-
ing, its traditions and 
masters. In 1903 he 
completed the Institute 
course and was thence-
forth on his own, search-
ing for new patterns and 
re-exploring the old 
ones. 
 Saryan once said 
he was fascinated by the 
Southern Caucasus. It 
was there that for the 
first time I saw the sun 
and felt its warmth in-
tensely. Camel caravans 
with tinkling bells com-
ing down the slopes of 
the hills, shepherds with 
sun-browned features 
leading their flocks of 
sheep, cows, horses, 
donkeys and goats; 

the Russian Revolution, 
he settled in Yerevan, 
where he was to settle 
permanently. 
 Beginning with 
his early years in Arme-
nia, Saryan became im-
mersed in the technique 
of recreating the natural 
beauties of his native 
land. He was intensely 
fascinated by the sun-
covered hills of Arme-
nia, by its wild water-
falls, by swiftly-running 
rivers, by expansive pla-
teaus and luxuriantly 
green pasturelands and 
by the magic of the sea-
sons. His “Armenia,” a 
huge multi-colored land-
scape considered to be 
one of his masterpieces, 
and “Noonday Calm,” 
also of this period, were 
exhibited in his first 
show in Venice in 1924. 
 As a great lover 
of nature Saryan could 
hardly ignore the boun-
ties of the seasons. The 
varied subjects treated in 
his still-lifes are interest-
ing. He has done pic-
tures of fruits, flowers, 
vegetables and other 
greenery, transforming 
these objects into almost 
animate and breathing 
things. 
 His gallery of the 
famous includes portrait 
of Yeghishe Tcharentz, 
Arshag Tchobanian, 
Avetik Issahakian Aram 
Khatchaturian, Victor 
Hampartzoumian, 
Hratchia Ajarian.

efforts that a research 
center for fine arts was 
established, the state mu-
seum. 
 He designed the 
new state emblem, with 
Ararat in the background 
and sun rays radiating 
from behind and spread-
ing all over Armenia. 
This was a symbolic be-
ginning of Saryan’s fu-
ture creations and the 
artist became enamored 
of the blazing sun of Ar-
menia. It became the 
pivotal point in almost 
all of his works, which 
began to take on a hap-
pier mood. His elaborate 
canvas titled “Armenia,” 
executed in 1923, with 
snow-covered towering 
mountains as a back-
drop, and a group of 
young girls dancing in 
the field, produces an 
unforgettable impres-
sion. 
 The noted com-
poser Ara Khatchaturian 
once said: “Saryan’s 

Among the prime factors 
determining Saryan’s 
interest in human beings 
as subjects of his art 
were the events during 
the following World 
War I, when he became 
an eyewitness to the 
tragedy of his people in 
1915 – 1918. He saw 
thousands of innocent 
people uprooted from 
their homes, deported to 
unknown destinations 
and almost certain death; 
thousands of children 
orphaned by war; he saw 
the homeless refugees, 
the disease, the epidem-
ics, the suffering, and 
could not remain aloof. 
He threw all his energies 
into the work of reset-
tling these unfortunate 
people. He worked 
among them in Yerevan 
and Etchmiadzin. 
 He was one of 
the organizers of the first 
Armenian society of art-
ists and writers. It was 
through his unceasing 

creations are the genuine 
work of the national at-
tributes of our heritage; 
there is original poetry in 
his lines, there is the sun 
and the beauty of nature; 
his canvases are like 
symphonies for me 
where light and joyous-
ness prevail. Saryan is 
an unsurpassed poet of 
color and harmony. Sun, 
truth, verity, life, these 
are the simple colors 
which fill his palette.” 
 Stand on a hilltop 
above Yerevan and 
watch Ararat from day-
break till dusk, with its 
thousand and one 
moods, with its transpar-
ent veil of mist and light, 
its multicolored trans-
figurations, and you 
might well exclaim, “this 
is a Saryan canvas.” 
 Today, Saryan is 
known as the patriarch 
of his people whom he 
has loved intensely and 
immortalized in his 
paintings.

John Evans was confirmed by the Senate on June 25, 2004 and was sworn in as the U.S. Ambassador to Ar-
menia on August 11, 2004.  He presented his credentials to President Kocharian on September 4, 2004, and 
served for two years in Armenia, but then departed  on September 10, 2006, in the wake of differences with the 
Administration over the issue of the Armenian Genocide. In the first part of his career, he served in Tehran 
(1972-74), in Prague (1975-78), in the Executive Secretariat and Office of the Secretary of State (1978-80), in 
Moscow (1981-83), at the U.S. Mission to NATO (1983-86), and as Deputy Director of the Soviet Desk (1986
-89). Mr. Evans went on to serve as Deputy Chief of Mission in Prague (1991-94), as Consul General in St. 
Petersburg (1994-97), and as leader of the OSCE Mission to Moldova (1997-99). On his return to Washington 
in 1999, Mr. Evans assumed direction of the State Department’s Office of Analysis for Russia and Eurasia, 
winning a Meritorious Honor Award and the CIA Director’s Exceptional Performance Award. From May 2002 
until his appointment to Yerevan, he directed the Office of Russian Affairs.
