Hundreds of eager Armenians from all over the Eastst and California crowded into Kavookjian HallNew York on a drizzly
Sunday afternoon, April 25, to observe thé @Bniversary of the Armenian Genocide. Intermittain compelled the organizers
forgo the traditional venue of Times Square in Mldnhattan and move to "Times Square BhA¥enue" for the exciting and wel
attended event.

Attendees crowded the standing-room-only hall lepiinto the vestibule, stood on the marble stasecand filled the upstairs
lobby. People came on hired buses from as far asdoston and Philadelphia and from all the Armemhurches in the New
York-New Jersey metropolitan area.

A large contingent flew in from California to suppthe now famous event. Especially prominent thaspresence of a vast mult
tude of enthusiastic Armenian youths from variotiso®ls and colleges on the East Coast, some of wieddnlarge placards de-
manding recognition, affirmation, and restitution.

The event was once more supported by all the nfajoienian-American organizations in the United State well as by all Arme-
nian churches of New York, New Jersey, Connectieahnsylvania and their pastors, many of whom wezsent and introduced
a group.

For the first time in history, the Armenian Genocide was

commemorated in Istanbul Turkey.

For most Turks the very idea would be unthinkabig,on April 24, 2010 around 200 Turkish intelleadsy
human rights campaigners and artists commemoragtid15 mass killing of Armenians by Ottoman Turks,
in Istanbul’'s Taksin Square

The gathering in Istanbul was the first of its kindlurkey and activists held photos of victims daid flow-
ers in their honor.

From a variety of sources we read:

Turkish intellectuals gathered in Taksim square Wipictures of the April 24 victims (one can tell&i
manto, Zohrab, Varoujan...) and red carnations ihgir hands. They held an impromptu memorial and
placed the carnations. Then they marched along teeklal Avenue to Galatasaray. During their march,
some nationalist elements with flags tried to diptithe march, however Turkish police stopped and-di
persed these groups.

Earlier in the day a similar commemoration took pia at Haydarpasha Train Station (where the 220 Arme
nians deportees, in 1915, started their journeytheir deportation locations) by the Human Right Assa-
tion. There were also some counter-demonstratorsréh..

The Department of the Istanbul Human Rights Assotian (IHD) has organized a memorial for the raid on
220 members of the Armenian intellectual elite op®d 24th, 1915, the beginning of the massacrestha
lasted more than two years.

They gathered at the Haydarpasa station in Istanptile place where the first deportations took plaée-
companied by police and media the protesters shopleatographs of prisoners under the slogan "Never
Again".
