United Nations, NY: The United Nations Thursday keakthe 65th anniversary of the end of the Secondd\WVar by paying
homage to the "extraordinary bravery" of those wiaged the "epic struggle for freedom and liberdtamd vowing to banish the
prospect of a repeat of such a scourge.

"It is fitting, today, that we commemorate the wanhd at a moment when nations are gathered tmeelthe cause of peace," UN
Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon told a commemorapexial session of the General Assembly, citinditreeyearly review con-
ference of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty {NRurrently under way.

"The Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty is also a @ment of hope, a vision for a nuclear-weapon-freedy’ he said. "Thank you
for helping us to remember the past, so that we lpedter shape our future.”

The secretary-general, who last month praised gheeanent by Russia and the United States to retieaenuclear arsenals, told
reporters afterwards that progress was being madeg the road to a nuclear weapons-free futuranilconfident that we will con-
tinue to do so, if only because we must," he said.

In his address to the General Assembly, he reaititdny of major battles, horrors and terribletsasf the war. "The names and
places resonate, despite the passing of many ye8talingrad and Kursk, Auschwitz and Dachau (deaimps), D-Day and the
final battle for Berlin," he said.

"Its cost was beyond calculation, beyond compreibans 40 million civilians dead, 20 million sold& nearly half of those in the
Soviet Union alone. Those were years of unspeakahbeities, of lost faith and lost humanity,” teéds "Those years saw extraordi-
nary bravery, as well. World War Il was one of thest epic struggles for freedom and liberationigtdry. And in the end, ideal-
ism had its triumph, too."

He stressed that the end of the war coincided thghSan Francisco conference that established kh&ab organization founded on
that most human of hopes, an end to the 'scourg@aof.”

Acting Assembly President Abdalmahmoud Mohamad Sik@anese UN ambassador, said the commemoratioa wake-up call
to intensify efforts to settle all disputes by pefat means.

"As we celebrate the end of one of the deadliestlicts in human history, we also reflect on thenigasurable human cost of war,"
he added. "Collectively, and with the needed pltivill, we can reinforce international peace ardurity around the globe, and
ensure a better future for the coming generatiohs .

"The international community has strived to achipvegress towards reconciliation, cooperation &edaromotion of democratic
values, human rights and fundamental freedomssalt "We must renew this commitment. We must cmgtiour path towards a
world that reigns with peace, security and prospéorr all. Today's meeting is an excellent oppoitiito renew our resolve to
achieve this goal."

Although the Second World War continued in Asiailultigust 1945 beyond May's end of fighting in Epeg the General Assem-
bly unanimously resolved in March to hold a spes@émn meeting in the second week of May "in comaration of all victims
of the war.
