All too often Armenians meekly accept injustices
and insults heaped on them by others

It is high time that Armenians throw off their shackles and defend their inalienable rights. They must
not remain silent in the face of abuse or physicalttack, but respond appropriately without resorting to
reckless actions that may endanger their communitgeor the homeland.

In the United States, for example, when elected adfals, journalists or writers distort the facts of the Ar-
menian Genocide, they must be severely criticizedhd discredited, so others would be warned to refrai
from Genocide denial.

The most recent example of Armenian inaction is théeeble Armenian response to last week's night-time
attack by Azeri forces on Artsakh, causing the dedis of four Armenian soldiers and the wounding of
four others. Beyond expressions of sympathy for theictims and condemning the attack, no concrete
action was taken by Armenian officials. In the aftemath of this vicious and unprovoked attack, Arme-
nia should have announced the cancellation of theewt round of negotiations with Azerbaijan over Art-
sakh. It is completely unacceptable to conduct peadalks, while Azerbaijan is engaged in warfare. Un
der these circumstances, Armenians have the righottake all possible actions to defend themselvem
future attacks. Rather than merely issuing a condemation, the Armenian side at a time of its choosing
should carryout punishing pre-emptive strikes so tht Azeris would think long and hard before mount-
ing another attack. Azerbaijan should clearly undestand that any further aggression on their part
would:

1. Cause the suspension of the peace talks, thusageng the resolution of the conflict rather than epe-
diting the negotiating process.

2. Lead Armenia to eventually abandon all peace tk$, since it has little to gain from these negotia-
tions. Azerbaijan is the one that desperately needs negotiate in order to secure concessions from
Armenia.

3. Signal to the world that the government of Azerhijan is not interested in finding a negotiated sdfe-
ment to the conflict and is responsible for its ctdpse.

4. Discredit the good faith effort of the mediatingcountries -France, Russia andthe United States.

5. Force Armenia to initiate military action, causng a disproportionate amount of destruction, even

damaging the oil pipelines, in order to discouragézerbaijan from further attacks. Armenians must re-

alize that they no longer live in the Ottoman Empie and are no one's slave. They should shake off the
psychological shackles and take all necessary meassito defend their national interest!

We remember an Armenian educator

Vahram Mavian

Armenian poet, writer, teacher who also
headed the Armenian Department of the GulbenkiamBation in Lisbon Portugal.

Vahram Mavian was born in Jerusalem on June 2&.192 attended and graduated form the local Tark
chats School. In 1944 — 1958 he moved to Cyprudaumght at the Melconian Institute. From thererhgdlec
to Belfast, Ireland where he studied language aerhture at ‘Queens University’. In 1961 he retadrto the
Melconian Institute and continued teaching till 396rom 1963 to 1983 Vahram Mavian headed the Arm
nian Department of the Gulbenkian Foundation irbarg Portugal. He died in 1983.

As head of the Armenian Department of the Gulbenmkiaundation, Mavian traveled extensively and cap
tured, in his writings, some of the more uniqueerignces with Armenians in remote Armenian commesi
and villages

His works include ‘Hayoo Pegorner’ 1967; ‘Angab Krar’ 1968; Amen Degh Hay Ga 1977 and Mekhats
Hokeener

Many of his students are active members of the Ararecommunities in the Diaspora. They all remembe
their teacher as one who gave of himself to hidestits and instilled within them a deep love andegption
for Armenian language and literature.
