What occupation are we talking about?

The Tatars of Baku and their overlords, the Turkistanbul, regularly bring up the so-called occupa
tion of a part of the Republic of Azerbaijan by Republic of Armenia. These claims are completalydbess.
Proper foundations are necessary to allege suting ©One of the bases would be the prevalenceeofile to
the territories in question codified by internaabtaw.

Let us briefly take up the title to Nagorno-Karabakver the course of the last few centuries. By the
Turkish-Persian Treaty of Amasia, the title to NlageKarabakh was internationally codified in 1585Rer-
sia. At the beginning of the 19th century, the emspart of the South Caucasus ended up as p#re dRus-
sian Empire; accordingly, by the Treaty of Gyulistd 1813, the Russian title to Nagorno-Karabakk w@di-
fied. It is indisputable that from 1813 to 1918 thike and sovereignty of the Russian Empire waguastiona-
bly established over Karabakh (I include the mowotas parts — Nagorno-Karabakh or “Highland Kardijak
— as well as the valleys — “Lowland Karabakh”). Doghe Bolshevik Revolution of 1917, although utaie
circumstances arose in the South Caucasus witietodllapse of the Russian Empire, things weresqtidar
until January of 1920 from the perspective of in&tional law and territorial title, as, until Janpaf 1920,
the international community refused to recognise ttiree newly-established states of the South Gasca
consequently continuing to recognise the titlehaf Russian Empire.

One month after the recognition by the Paris P€mderence, on the 24th of February, 1920, the
Commission for the Delimitation of the Boundariéghomenia — with the participation of representasvrom
Great Britain, France, Italy, and Japan, and noeaaly on behalf of the League of Nations — thegipies of
delimitation of boundaries in the South Caucasuewtrified with a joint report.

As it happens, the massacres of Shoushi of Ma&2(),lwere based mostly on this decision; the Tatbtise
Caucasus attempted to alter, in the style of th&s[uhe demographic picture of Nagorno-KarabaktwH
ever, this decision was not fated to be realisedzerbaijan, by April, 1920, and Armenia, by Detem
1920, were already occupied by the Bolshevik 11imyA and those states ceased to exist.

Tharmnerly-
independent Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan therasdbore the status of occupied countries from /2920
to 1924. Later on, from February of 1924, by theogmition of the Soviet Union, the annexation afg@
countries was recognised in turn. Accordingly, frb824, the title and sovereignty of the Soviet Uirtio the
entire South Caucasus, including Nagorno-Karabakis, unquestionably recognised.

In 1991, when Azerbaijan declared itself indepenadrihe Soviet Union, Nagorno-Karabakh was al-

ready,de facto,independent. That is to say, ever since the mbkshment of its independence, the Republic
of Azerbaijan has not held effective control ovee territory of the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh éven a
single day. What is more, as Azerbaijan declargglfithe direct successor state of the first Rapudfl Azer-
baijan of 1918-1920 on the 18th of October, 1991H®/Constitutional Act of the Restoration of State hde
pendenceit essentially nullified by a legal document gmministrative ties that had existed between therAz
baijani Soviet Socialist Republic and the Nagorrerdbakh Autonomous Oblast.

So, whereas, upon the collapse of the USSR, thitotgr of most former Soviet Socialist Republics
saw the establishment of one independent countly, éavo states were established on the territorhefad-
ministrative unit of the USSR known as the Azerdnaiij[Soviet Socialist Republic — the Republic of Amgjan
and the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh. The Repuiflidzerbaijan, having disregarded the obligatiomups
hold the principle of self-determination borne by tCharter of the United Nations, unleashed a eaghivar
on its newly-independent neighbour and sufferedngnious defeat.

By the Declaration on theGuidelines on the Recognition of New States indfadturope and in the
[territory of the] Soviet Uniohof the 16th of December, 1991 by the foreign msiiers of the countries of the
European Community (now the European Union), resjoecthe inviolability of all frontiers would be based
on upholding the rule of law, democracy and human rightss well as fuarantees for the rights of ethnic
and national groups and minoritieNone of these criteria have been fulfilled bg thzerbaijani state.
