On Sunday, July 11, many of us will be watching the FIFA 
World Cup final championship game from South Africa-the 
land of vuvuzelas. Spain will face Netherland. 
This past week many Armenians had one eye on the World 
Cup matches, but their other eye was focused on the U.S. Sec-
retary of State, Hillary Clinton’s visit to Armenia.  
The much anticipated visit of Hillary Clinton to Armenia took 
place on July 4th , as America was celebrating its 234 Inde-
pendence Day. Karabagh and Armeno-Turkish relationship 
were discussed, but no major developments were expected nor 
any were announced.  
The highlight of Hillary Clinton’s visit to Armenia turned out 
to be her ‘private’ visit to Dzidzernagapert. While it is true that 
Armenians demand a clearer US position vis-a-vis the Arme-
nian Genocide - the fact is that Armenia, America, Russia and 
Turkey are positioning  themselves for their next move; and 
while each and every country promotes its own agenda, it is 
fair to ask what do we, as Armenians, are doing to strengthen 
our bargaining position.  
As we demand that the Obama administration recognize the 
Armenian Genocide, what is it we have to have to offer in re-
turn to our demands. Instead of saying that Clinton’s visit was 
a success or to criticize it as ‘she could have done more’ it will 
be more appropriate if we take time out and answer what do 
we, compared to our neighbors, have in our hands to bargain 
for our demands. Do we have more than the ‘paper ladle’ 
Khrimian had? 
Some serious issues facing Armenia and Armenians cannot be 
dismissed irresponsibly. We, Armenians in the Diaspora, must 
echo our concerns and must make our demands heard, but it is 
the government of Armenia that is the officially recognized 
body that is empowered to make the final decisions. It is the 
government of Armenia that must negotiate, hopefully  from a 
position of strength. If the government of Armenia fails to se-
cure the support of the Armenian Diaspora – we all have 
failed. We cannot blame Hillary Clinton and the world for our 
internal problems and weaknesses.

FOREIGN MINISTER EDWARD NALBANDIAN'S STATEMENT AT T HE JOINT PRESS  
CONFERENCE WITH US SECRETARY OF STATE CLINTON 

 
Dear Madame Secretary of State, 
 
I am glad to welcome you on your first visit to Armenia. It is a 
special honor that you are in Yerevan on July 4, the Independence 
Day of the United States on which I cordially congratulate you and 
all the Americans. 
By establishing the independent United States through the 
Declaration of Independence 234 years ago the founding fathers of 
your country proved that nothing can deprive peoples of their right 
to independence. We, Armenians, proved that as well, by restoring 
the independent statehood just two decades ago. 
Since the first days of our independence the Americans have been 
with us. The relations between Armenia and the United States 
got continuously deepened. The high level contacts between our 
two countries in the recent years are noticeable both for their 
frequency and broad contents. President Serzh Sargsyan's latest visit 
to Washington D.C. and the meeting with President Barack Obama became 
an important momentum in terms of deepening of our mutual understanding 
and developing relations. 
The American-Armenian community has, indeed, a particular role in 
fostering the friendship between our peoples. 
Armenia and the United States share their vision on many issues of 
international relations. We share the vision that it is necessary 
to exert all efforts in order to achieve an exclusively peaceful 
settlement of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict based on the principles 
of international law particularly the non-use of force or threat of 
force, the equal rights of peoples, the self-determination of peoples 
and territorial integrity; we share the vision that it is necessary 
to create an atmosphere of tolerance in the region instead bellicose 
behavior; we share the vision that Armenian-Turkish relations should be 
normalized without any preconditions; we share the vision of enhancing 
economic cooperation in the region; we share the vision of market 
economy and development of democratic values. 
We believe that there is a great potential which should be utilized in 
order to develop and enlarge the Armenian-American cooperation. And 
we agreed on pursuing further strengthening and deepening of our 
friendly partnership. 
During the meeting between the President of the Republic and the 
Secretary of State those above mentioned issues, as well as other 
issues concerning further fostering of our cooperation were discussed: 
international and regional issues of mutual interest, the fight 
against terrorism, the US programs of support to the development 
of Armenia and the possibilities of enlarging them, the boosting of 
economic cooperation. 
Dear Madam Secretary, we do highly commend your personal contribution 
in qualitatively raising the Armenian-American relations to a new 
level. We have had several meetings with you in various formats and 
in different platforms, but hosting you in Yerevan is a particular 
pleasure to me. 
I once again welcome you and the members of your delegation 
accompanying you! Welcome to Armenia!

Dr. Dennis R. Papazian, is Professor Emeritus (Retire) and found-
ing director of the Armenian Research Center at the University of 
Michigan-Dearborn. He was broadly educated at Cass Technical 
High School, the chief magnet high school in Detroit, Michigan. 
He attended Wayne state University where he received a BA in 
history and philosophy and an M.A. in East European Studies. He 
attended special courses of study at Harvard University, the Ohio 
State University, Middlebury College, ended graduates research 
for his PhD at Moscow state University in Moscow, USSR. He 
taught and was in administration at the University of Michigan-
Dearborn from 1962 until his retirement in 2002. He was also the 
founding director of the Armenian Assembly of America, a na-
tional public interest organization, and was chairman of the Board 
of Directors of the Alex Manoogian cultural fund. he is an active 
member of the Armenian church of America ( Eastern diocese), 
where he is currently a member of the Board of Trustees. He has served as a member and officer of the Di-
ocesan Council, chairman of the Diocesan Assembly, and was elected twice to represent the Diocese at the 
Ecclesiastical Assembly of the Armenian Nation, where he was honored to vote two times sequentially the 
head of the church, the Catholicos.  

Doctor Papazian is a noted author, lecturer, commentator and public intellectual who has given academic 
papers in Armenia, the Czech Republic, Germany, Austria, Israel, and other countries.  

He currently lives in New Jersey with his wife, Mary, is Provost and Senior Vice-President for Academic 
Affairs at Lehman College, CUNY, and their two daughters, Ani and Marie.

Mrs. Rita Balian, is a humanitarian activist and community leader who has worked tirelessly 
on behalf of women and children in the Unites States and Armenia. Her dedication to the peo-
ple of Armenia and her efforts to increase international understanding reflect a deep sense of 
purpose and remarkable ability to achieve difficult and worthy goals. Her work serves as an 
inspiration to us all.  

Mrs. Balian has realized many projects in support of women, schools, and universities. Since 
1996, she has concentrated her efforts on women's health, taking American technology, man-
agement skills and medical expertise to Armenia. She realized her vision and did create a 
“Mini-Mayo Clinic” for Armenia and the Caucasus region to promote on-site quality diagnosis and treatment, 
as well as understanding and compassion among people in conflict. Since the Wellness Center's establishment 
in 1997, it has screened over 60,000 women and saved the lives of over 1,500 through the early detection of 
life-threatening illnesses. 

Ever since the earthquake in Armenia in 1988, Ms. Balian has dedicated her time, talent and expertise to help 
the people of Armenia. She is the founder, president and chief executive officer of the Armenian American 
Cultural Association (AACA), a non-profit charitable organization incorporated in 1995 in Arlington, Virginia.  

She has received many awards in recognition of her work with the Wellness Center; and the Armenian 
Church's highest medal of honor, the St. Nersess Shnorhali Medal, bestowed upon her through a Pontifical En-
cyclical by His Holiness, the Catholicos Karekin II, in October 2001. She is an honorary citizens of the Repub-
lic of Armenia through a special presidential decree 
Mrs. Balian, and her late husband, cofounded the AGBU New York Summer Intern Program for Armenian 
college students from around the world.

Once more on the troubled question of “occupation”

Neither the presidential triumvirate of Obama, Sarkozy, Medvedev, nor officials of our neighbouring or our own 

republic are authorised to make decisions or declare rulings on questions of international law. They are solely officials 

carrying out political activities in the field of international law which exists separately. Of course, officials may express 

their own opinions and pass judgements, but interpreting matters of international law does not fall to them in the least, 

neither by their own countries’ legislation and certainly not by international law itself. 

As the conflict over Artsakh has begun to be viewed progressively through the lens of international law, the par-

ties to the conflict as well as the mediators  must appeal to bodies empowered correspondingly, instead of passing their 

own judgements and in order to receive legal input. The only establishment in the current international system which has 

the authority to make rulings on questions of international law and to determine the violation of international law is the 

International Court of Justice (ICJ), an arm of the UN. The second part of Article 36 of the Statute of the International 

Court of Justice codifies that authority. As, according to Article 92 of the UN Charter – The International Court of Jus-

tice shall be the principle judicial organ of the United Nations – it follows that all member-states of the UN, ipso facto, 

have recognised the aforementioned authority of that court. 

I have already had the opportunity to write that, in order for any situation to be categorised as “occupation”, the 

circumstances must correspond to a number of characteristics. The so-called wronged party must demonstrate that, until 

the current conditions arose, the title to the territory in question was indisputably of that state and that state had carried 

out effective control over the territory. In our case, before throwing about accusations, Azerbaijan must affirm through 

the court that, until the existing circumstances over the territories currently under control of the Republic of Nagorno-

Karabakh were established, the title to that territory belonged unquestionably to the Republic of Azerbaijan and that 

Azerbaijan fulfilled effective control over that territory. If not, without having established these two facts, all claims that 

the territory of Artsakh ever belonged to the Republic of Azerbaijan are laid bare and rendered baseless, in turn nullify-

ing any allegation of occupation. 

I believe that, instead of making naïve statements, the presidents of the countries of the OSCE Minsk Group co-

chairs ought to call on the leadership of the Republic of Armenia and the Republic of Azerbaijan to appeal to the Interna-

tional Court of Justice to answer the following question: 

Does the Republic of Azerbaijan bear the title under international law to the lands  currently under the 

control of the Republic of Nagorno-Karabakh? 

If one of the parties should decline, the countries of the three co-chairs can appeal to the ICJ on behalf of the UN 

Security Council to request an advisory opinion on the matter, as per Article 65 of the ICJ Statute. 

Without an answer to the question above, any mention of “occupied territories” or any such thing have no mean-

ing. Without a legal ruling by a competent authority, the Republic of Azerbaijan cannot accuse anyone of occupation. I 

can accuse Azerbaijan in the same vein for my part of occupying territories of the Republic of Armenia in April-

December, 1920 with the help of the Bolshevik 11th Army, still continuing to occupy some of it. Or did people think that 

what Lenin and Stalin did legitimised or could possibly legitimise the Bolshevik occupation of territories belonging to 

the Republic of Armenia? If yes, then open up the roads; the Russian army is advancing to take its position in the heart 

of Germany.

-U.S. Embassy in Armenia issued a press release describing the visit as "private." By 
using such a characterization, U.S. officials were trying to preempt 
any backlash from the Turkish government. 
 
-Clinton's visit the day before to the "Alley of the Martyrs" in Baku 
was not described as "private," creating the disturbing impression that 
U.S. interests in Azerbaijan's oil weigh heavier than its humanitarian 
concerns for victims of genocide. 
 
-Another double standard was Clinton not allowing any Armenian 
government officials to accompany her to the Genocide Monument in 
Yerevan, while she was accompanied to the "Alley of Martyrs" in Baku by 
a Deputy Minister of Azerbaijan!  
 
-Clinton permitted neither the international press traveling with her 
nor the local Armenian media, except Armenian Public TV, to report 
On her visit to the Genocide Monument. Her action undermines her 
advocacy for media freedom. 
 
-Clinton's visit was both praised and criticized by 
Armenian-American organizations. The Armenian National Committee of 
America took Clinton to task for her "secret" visit  to the Genocide 
Monument, while the Armenian Assembly of America commended her for the 
visit. Former U.S. Ambassador to Armenia, John Evans, told The 
California Courier that "Clinton's visit was a smal l, but positive step 
forward."  
 
Clinton's brief stop at the Genocide Monument on 
July 5 is a welcome first step that fell short of her solemn commitment 
to support recognition of the Armenian Genocide.

Holy Martyrs Armenian Day School (HM-ADS) Remembers: 
 

I Am Always Here, My Dear 
  

A posthumous tribute to the ‘Man of Heart’ Mr. Dadour Dadourian 
(On the 20th Anniversary of his passing- Originally written in 1990)

I was acquainted with his name during my adolescent years through the pages of NAYIRI Weekly.*1  

He was one of the three honorable leaders of the Armenian Community who had arrived to Beirut from Amer-
ica to find means for conciliation and peace during the height of turmoil in the Catholicosate of Antelias. 

Mr. Dadourian was a man of deep concern with the affairs of the community. His name was indelibly 
coupled with benevolence and dedication, a man of faith who was loyally committed to the Armenian Church 
and the propagation of the Armenian Language… 

He was a man who consistently evaded publicity and avoided seeing his name in bold letters on the 
front pages of the press. Only three years ago (1987) I had the opportunity to meet him personally as I was 
called upon to become the Principal of the Holy Martyrs Armenian Day School (HMADS) of Bayside, New 
York to follow the footsteps of Mrs. Sara Anoushian-Dadourian. 

-Mr. Dadourian, you have no idea how proud and honored I am to meet you personally, I have known 
you through the pages of Antranig Zaroukian’s Nayiri Weekly – I said as we were shaking hands. 

- Is that so.. so you used to read NAYIRI ?? And then..  pointing the students he continued - - See these 
lads (chojookhneru)- make sure that  they too come to love the Armenian Language and read the papers as you 
read back in your school days. 

And then by lowering his voice, almost whispering to my ears he continued.. 
But none of these things will succeed without money. That is why I have started the endowment fund for 

the school in Armenian Church Endowment Fund (ACEF), see to it that it reaches the One Million 
mark. 

From that day on, at every encounter and/or phone conversation his question was: 
What’s happening, where are we my dear??  Mr. Dadourian, we are trying our best was my answer. 
Well, where are this rich Armenians? There are so many good people and concerned people out there in the 

business world. When would they dip their hands into their pockets for the AZK? 
The generic Armenian word AZK-Nation was all of it for him- the church, the school, faith and culture 

beautifully intertwined, and the AZKAYEEN embodied it all. 
* ** 

The more I got to know him the more I recognized the sincere and persevering man. His objective was 
to make the Armenian School self sufficient, and he did not hesitate to use all opportunities to secure a gener-
ous gift or a pledge from this or that AZKAYEEN. 

-By now they all know when they see me - what I am going to talk about- he used to 
say with a most gentle smile and definite satisfaction. 
 On one of occasions, he pulled what looked like a many times Xeroxed and fading copy of an essay by 
Krikor Zohrab.  Mrs. Sara Dadourian, familiar to the content, suggested that it was worth translating into Eng-
lish. Excerpts of the essay appeared in NAYIRI under the “Old but Always New” heading. In it, Zohrab made 
an appeal, in 1893, calling for our youth to receive education not only to enrich their minds but also their 
hearts. “They have been instructed only to be calculating and they have become more than that.” Zohrab 
then adds “with sorrow I see that children come out of schools as skeptics and little faith, who are all preoc-
cupied with personal and trivial struggle, and beyond that, they deny the existence of another world.” 
- Well this message in English or in Armenian, it is the same message to these youngsters –Mr. Dadourian 
added pointing the HMADS students- we should teach them not to claim sacrifices from the AZK because of 
their personal struggle or preoccupations. 
 



After more than a century, instead of taking the message into heart and be cured, the malady has become a 
chronic one – I commented. 

You’re right, but don’t forget we have really good youngsters too. See to it that they become ‘men of 
heart,’ to feel for the church and for the beauty of our mother tongue.. Don’t despair, there are promis-
ing ones and more of them WILL COME! 

 
The vicissitudes of life, the hardships, had conditioned him to be always an optimist. 
He had lost his mother at the age of two. Having been raised by his grandmother, during the Massacres of 

1915, he had seen the demise of his loved ones, one after another. At his grandma’s advice, he became a Mus-
lim superficially, and at the first chance he escaped to Istanbul, from his native GURIN, hiding among a herd 
of sheep on a cargo ship. All these events occurred prior to the tender age of thirteen. 

That forced denial of his faith forever weighed heavily on him, and forged a unity between his soul and the 
church and his mother tongue. 

 
I have witnessed and enjoyed his most tender, authentically benevolent expressions while he caressed the 

heads of the children, during his casual visits to the school or after a particular program-Hantes.. in his gaze 
you could see that they were bringing back his childhood memories!! He would immediately shake them off 

and turn to me with a comment- 
Now, look at that lad! That one has a promising future! I can see from his eyes… he would point out.. 
His natural modesty would inspire in us an additional debt of gratitude and obligation to honor him appro-

priately. But he would reject vehemently. He even found it difficult to accept a reserved front seat during 
school programs, or special events. 

It has been a tradition at HMADS to dedicate the Fundraising Program Booklets to a benefactor of the 
school. At the Annual Ball this booklet, through the donations of its supporters, provides the amount necessary 
to balance the budget. Almost every year, we have appealed to Mr. Dadour Dadourian and asked his consent to 
dedicate the booklet to him. 

My dear, (Yavroos) – I am always here! See that you find others to support the school. 
True! We all knew that he did not to have his picture appear in a booklet to make him feel closer to the 

HMADS! He was already there with all his soul. All of the school –the classroom furniture, the school equip-
ment, were the visible evidence of his generosity along with his wife Sara Dadourian– (the school’s first prin-
cipal). The endowment fund of the church in the name of the School was the result of Mr. Dadourian’s untiring 
efforts.  Every cent of increment in the ACEF for the school was the result of his sweat ant toil, over and above 
his personal contributions. 

Last November (1989), we finally had secured his consent to have his name on the invitations of a special 
night. The school was to recognize and express gratitude to all the benefactors. He was enthusiastic because he 
had hopes that if not One Million, the endowment fund would have reached the three quarter mark by all the 
pledges made during the event. He had pledged to match the amount collected that evening. 

 
He was not happy with the results at the conclusion of the program. 
-It didn’t happen!! We should have had more tonight!! Where are these people??

We have a lot to say about you and learn from your productive and beneficial life. Your physical absence 
makes us feel, all the more, the truth in what you said: 

“My dear, I am always here, see that you find OTHERS.”** 2  
Having been affected with your optimism, we wait with firm faith for the “OTHERS” who will fill the 

ranks and keep the Armenian Schools open.
