After battling cancer, a broken neck, a paralyzed painting arm, and a col-
lapsed marriage, Arshile Gorky (Vosdanik Adoian) died on 21 July 1948 at 
the age of 44 . Arshile Gorky was the only Armenian to become the finest 
artist in the history of a western country. He was born orn  on 15 April 1904 
in Khorkom, Lake Van.. By the time he began high school, the Turks had 
killed Gorky’s four grandparents, six uncles and three aunts; he had survived 
a massacre and a 150-mile death march after which his mother starved to 
death in his arms. Arrived in America on March 1, 1920. 

Quotes from Arshile Gorky 
 
“Some people say art is eternal, that it never changes. Non-sense. Art does 
change. Man changes. Man changes the world and, in the process, himself 
and his art. That is basic to my outlook. It is, I think, objectively true and not 
simply a subjective attitude.” 
 
“Art is above nationalism and represents universal man’s eye for discerning 
beauty and knowledge of himself and his environment and transcending pet-
tiness. I seek that moment when my picture suddenly echoes to me, when it 
seems breathless, that instant when it is suffocating for love of air and gasps 
to fulfill its passion to communicate.” 
 
“From our Armenian experience I will create new forms to ignite minds and 
massage hearts. Armenia’s Van, Khorkom, Vosdan, Aikesdan, Shadakh. 
From the unknown spring universal truths. I remember the medieval Arme-
nian manuscript paintings with their beautiful Armenian faces, subtle colors, 
their tender lines and their calligraphy.” 
 
“The great art of our people lies hidden in ruins and amid the daily life of 
remote villages. Our great art has been created by an innocent people who 
were never accustomed and never had through the sad ages any opportunity 
to tell the world about their achievements. We are a race of artists. And art is 
far superior to war because art creates while war destroys. Art preserves 
beauty while war produces only ugliness and unhappiness. Someday the 
world will become better acquainted with the art of Armenia.” 
 
“My beloveds, one must recognize that an Armenian in America is indeed a 
strange creature. That for us to contribute to art, we must grasp our experi-
ence, understand that it involves the relationship of man to man – happy, sad, 
melancholy, suffering, beautiful, creative man – and of man to the primordial 
poetry of nature. Nature which feels in its very unfeelingness.” 
 
“In Ararat’s presence, one hears thunder when there is none, feels quaking 
when it does not, sees the eagle soar when it is perched. Not for nothing did 
olden Armenians call it Castle of the Gods. Ararat is the brain of nature or-
daining its movements. The wand of Armenia glides over mountains and that 
is the bigness residing within our marrow. The soul of Armenia is the moun-
tain peak, and just as Armenian souls are peaks of mountains, so must we 
grasp them to attain our birthright. Beauty is a serious matter.”
